	Monday

27th April Morning Maths – Chilli challenge week 2, page 1. You have 20 minutes.


	What: I can read and respond to a text.

Re-cap what has happened in ‘The Twits’ so far. What makes Mr Twit so disgusting? What tricks do Mr and Mrs Twit play on each other? Read the chapters Mrs Twit and the Glass Eye. 

Answer the questions on sheet ‘Mrs Twit Questions.’ 
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	What: Use a function machine to multiply by 2, 3, 4, 5 and 8 and understand the inverse.

Warm Up – Hit the button times tables or quick fire verbal times table practice.

Teaching – Look at Y3 Monday Function Machine word doc. Tell child ‘ I put 3 into the function machine. Press Start and 6 comes out of the machine. What did the function machine do to the number? X2 Repeat with different numbers and answers so child gets used to working out which number the input has been multiplied by.
Main Task – Y3 Monday TASK word doc.
	RE – What: The Jewish story of Hanukkah

Handwriting Task after lunch 

Morning Maths – Chilli challenge week 2, page 2. You have 20 minutes.


	What: I can identify the features of instructions.

I know so many of you have been doing some fabulous cooking at home, so it’s time to recap instructions and spend some time writing our own. Today you will be recapping how instructions are written and laid out.  

Read the example instructions and use the checklist features to highlight/annotate the features you can spot. You may like to make a poster of the instruction features to remind you when you write you own, just like we do at school. Top Tip: Imperative verbs are bossy verbs: Chop, stir, cut…
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	What – Use known facts and multiplying by 10 to multiply multiples of 10 by 2, 3, 4 and 5.

Teaching: Look at Y3 Tuesday screen 3.22.3.  Revise the 3 times-table and work through the 30 times-table. Rpt with the 4 and 40 times-tables, the 5 and 50 times tables on the next slides. Reinforce the relationship between each pair and relate to the 2 and 20 times tables. Write 40 × 5 and discuss the ways to work it out. If five fours are twenty, what are five forties? Point out the ways of writing the multiplication and discuss what happens to the digits when we multiply by 10. Rpt with 8 × 30 and 40 × 7.

Write 60. Ask how we can get this answer by multiplying a multiple of 10 by a single digit number.

Task with adult: chn write multiplications involving a multiple of 10 with an answer of 120. Discuss answers.

Morning Maths – Chilli challenge week 2, page 3. You have 20 minutes.


	What: I can make notes and plan a set of instructions. 

Think of something you have already made or would like to make- now is your time! With a grown-ups help make something and take notes about how you made it, especially the equipment you used and the order you did it in. There is a planning sheet to help you. You could make something using junk modelling or you could bake something yummy in the kitchen. 
	What – To multiply numbers between 10 and 30 by 3, 4 and 5 using the grid method.

Teaching – Watch video about how to use the grid method for multiplication.  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sSDaT4_YRCo
Task –.Y3 Wednesday task. This sheet does not need to be printed, it can be copied into the child’s book when they complete each question with their workings out. If required there are also blank grids available on the document labelled Y3 Wednesday blank grids.
	What: To name and identify some body organs
Can you name any of your body’s organs? Can you locate them on your body? Do you know what they do?

	Read a book to an adult and use the reading questions word document to answer questions about what you have read. 
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	Thursday

Morning Task- Practice your spellings using spelling menu activity
	What: I can write a set of instructions. 

Using the notes you made yesterday and the checklist of features from Tuesday, you need to write up your instructions using the correct features; don’t forget to use some lovely adverbs and imperative verbs.  There is a writing template sheet, alternatively you can write straight in to your books. Top tips for parents: In class we would model writing the instructions with the correct features to the children first, before sending them away to write their own. There is also a writing instruction word mat to help children when they are writing. 
	What – I have mastered the 2, 3, 4, 5, 8 and 10 times tables.

Task: Y3 Thursday Mastery Checkpoint this document does not require to be printed as your child can copy the questions into their book with the answers and their workings out.

	Go for a walk or look in your garden. Can you spot any wild flowers/plants? There is a spotter sheet to help you find and name some. There is a woodland walk one and countryside walk one. 
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	 Using some of the beautiful plants you have (hopefully!) found create a detailed sketch of them. Look carefully at them and try to use as much detail as possible.
