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Art/Music/Drama/


Expressive arts and design


Children will engage in imaginative role play based on own first hand experiences, through the seaside and aquarium role play areas.


They will use available resources to create props to support this role play. 


Children will have opportunities to draw seaside pictures using chalks, pencils, pens and small and large scale papers.


Children will use drawing pencils and paint to create their own sea creatures.


Children will have opportunities to explore famous artists seaside pictures.


Children will participate in our music scheme .


Children will develop sewing skills when creating a felt fish. 


“Charanga” and be encouraged to experiment with the musical instrument area outside making seaside sounds and singing seaside songs ‘Oh I do like to be beside the seaside’, ‘Row,row, row, your boat’, ‘Yellow submarine’ 


Children will explore the mud kitchen.














Geography/History/ICT/RE/Science/  Understanding the World


Children will learn differences and similarities between mammals and fishes and identify and name sea creatures. 


Children will experiment with different objects to find out which float and which sink. Children will explore materials and how they change, using scientific vocabulary e.g. melting ice lollies, squashed sandwiches,


The children will be encouraged to ask questions and decide how to find answers using first-hand experiences. 


Children will identify physical and man-made features of the seaside.


Children will have an understanding of seaside holidays now and in the past.


The children will have first-hand experiences of a trip to the seaside.


Children will use the computers to research sea creatures and create a non-fiction text and the paint program to create seaside pictures.














Communication and Language/ Literacy


FS - Using our phonics programme, “Letters and Sounds”, children will revise previously taught sounds from 3 and use this knowledge to blend together to read words in reading books. In writing children will be encouraged to listen to sounds in words and represent these sounds correctly when writing, forming sentences when writing news, non-fiction texts and stories. They will be encouraged to spell many high frequency words correctly. The children will be encouraged to use the writing and role play areas to write for different purposes, eg, labels, stories, postcards, recounts etc.





Y1 – Children will continue revising the sounds from phase 5 letters and sounds. They will write stories, poems and non-fiction texts using their phonics knowledge from phases 3, 4 and 5. They will revise the grammar, punctuation previously taught and be encouraged to use this correctly in their writing.


Children will listen to a range of stories and poems based on the topic of the seaside. They will develop an understanding of life under and over the sea through non-fiction seaside books.








Mathematics


FS - Children find one more and one less than numbers up to 20. Add 2, 3 or 4 by counting on. Read and match number sentences to practical problems. Children revise and learn all the coins from 1p to £2. Make small amounts and make the value of a coin using other coins. Subtract small amounts by counting back on their fingers. They begin to recognise and write subtraction sentences.


Year 1 - Tell the time to the half hour and quarter hour on analogue clocks and digital clocks; read, interpret and create a pictogram; begin to recognise and read block graphs; measure lengths using non-standard, uniform units; recognise and name simple 2D shapes and continue repeating patterns. Use number facts to add and subtract 1-digit numbers to and from 2-digit numbers; find change from 10p and from 20p.











Circle-time/PSED


Children will use the role play areas to develop their turn taking, sharing and cooperating skills.


During circle time children will take turns to speak and listen to others.


Children will develop their confidence to speak during whole class discussions.


Children will express opinions about real life issues and take part in a discussion about how to improve things.


to develop a sense of responsibility.


To know the difference between right and wrong and make correct choices.


To know what living things need in order to stay healthy.

Children will have opportunities to explore and learn outdoors using the outside classroom, playground equipment and bicycles & scooters.
