Circle-time/PSED


Children will use the role play areas to develop their turn taking, sharing and cooperating skills.


Children will discuss ways to take care of their local area, e.g, not dropping litter, turning off taps, recycling and switching off lights.


Children will learn some basic hygiene principles and how to stay healthy.


During circle time children will take turns to speak and listen to others.


During assemblies children will learn about the key theme of courage.











Mathematics





FS - Children count to 100 and compare and order numbers to 20.


Children play with, explore and identify patterns, including line symmetry in images and simple shapes


Children will begin to partition sets of ten objects and learn the number pairs to 10.


Y1 - Say the number one more or less and two more or less using a number line or a 100 


Revise pairs to 5, 6, 7, 10 and doubles to double 6 by putting the larger number first and counting on (numbers up to 100).


Children name, recognise and know the properties of 3D shapes: cube, cuboid, cone, cylinder and sphere; begin to sort 3D shapes.


Children count on and back in tens from any number; begin to count in 5s and 2s recognising multiples of 5 end in 5 and 0














Geography/History/ICT/RE/Science/  Understanding the World


Children will learn about their local area through walks around the village, photographs, visitors and circle time activities. 


They will look at the key features of the local environment e.g. Urchfont and identify those features that are manmade and those that are natural. Shop, Post office, Pub, Church etc. 


Children will look at and identify different types of houses and compare old and new houses.


Children will identify sounds in and around the local area.


Using our RE scheme children will learn about Jesus and how he was a friend to others.


Children will explore the 4 seasons particularly the season of winter.











Art/Music/Drama/              Expressive arts and design


Children will engage in imaginative role play based on own first hand experiences, through the home corner and post office role play areas.


They will use available resources to create props to support this role play. 


Children will have opportunities to make maps of their local area and imaginary world maps, using chalks, pencils and pens using small and large scale papers.


Children will learn about the different materials houses are made from and be encouraged to build their own houses using junk modelling.


Children will participate in our music scheme “Charanga” and also be encouraged to experiment with the musical instrument area outside.








PE/Physical Development


Children will have opportunities to explore and learn outdoors using the outside classroom, playground equipment and bicycles & scooters. 


Children will have weekly visits to Oakfrith Woods for Forest Schools.


Children will continue to develop their fine motor skills while exploring painting, drawing, chalks, and colouring, using a variety of different medium. 


Children will use the sand and water trays to further develop their play.


Children will have the opportunities to participate in ball skills lessons, learning to throw and catch correctly.

Communication and Language/ English





FS - Using our phonics programme, “Letters and Sounds” children will continue to learn sounds and use this knowledge to blend together to read words. In writing children will be encouraged to listen to the sounds in words and use identifiable letters to communicate meaning, representing some sounds correctly and in sequence. Children will be encouraged to write in sentences.


Y1 – Children will write stories, poems and non-fiction texts using their phonics knowledge from phases 3, 4 and 5. They will be taught a variety of grammar, punctuation and spelling and be encouraged to use this correctly in their writing.


Children will listen to stories, poems and rhymes on the theme of journeys and houses; Going on a bear hunt, Hansel and Gretel, The Jolly Postman, The 3 Little pigs.  Children will also look at a range of non-fiction texts about our local area and houses.
