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English	


We will learn about writing instructions for our plants topic. We will also write explanation texts, detailing the life cycle of flowering plants from being a seed to growing into a fully grown plant.




















Art/DT


 In DT, we will continue our learning about the artist, Henri Rousseau, paying particular attention to colour and foregrounding of images.


We will also learn about the seasonality of different produce and how food is caught, reared and processed. We will be making food created from local produce.








Maths


In maths we will learn measurements – capacity, length and weight. We will also learn about area and how to use a formula to work out the area of shapes. 


Timetables, such as television and bus times will also be investigated, as well as solving money problems.








RE 


In RE, we will be learning about the Trinity in Christianity. We will understand how Christians believe God is Trinity: the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. We will study how Christians in wanting to understand God better, try to describe God using symbols, similes and metaphors - in songs, stories, poems and artwork.








Science


We will continue learning about rainforests, concentrating on our new topic for this term: plants. We will study: the life cycle of a flowering plant; the role of the leaf; the germination process and the functions of the stem.











PE


We will be participating in team games – rounders and cricket – to learn how to work together to create and focus on an agreed shared outcome.


We will also develop our athletics skills – running, hurdling and skipping, in preparation for Sports Day.


For the upcoming KS2 Summer Production of ‘The Pirates of the Curry Bean’, we will be learning a tropic island inspired dance routine.
