Mathematics �


FS Children begin to explore capacity using the terminology ʻemptyʼ, ʻhalf fullʻ and ʻfullʼ. They will compare the capacities of different containers and explore capacities through play. Children will chanting numbers to 20 and begin to chant numbers to 100. They will begin to identify circles, triangles and rectangles including squares. Children will begin to recognise that different coins have different values 


Y1 Children will revise bonds to 5, 6 and 10; find pairs which make 7; use addition facts for 5, 6 and 10 to solve subtractions; use number facts for 5, 6 and 10 to solve word problems. They will describe position and direction using common words (including half turns) and recognise coins and find totals.





Circle-time/PSED


Form positive relationships with adults and other children.


Children talk about how they and others show feelings, they talk about their own and others’ behaviour, and its consequences, and know that some behaviour is unacceptable.


Long Neck and Thunder Foot – use book as a discussion point, how did the dinosaurs feel about each other? Why? What did they do? How did they become friends? 

















Geography/History/ICT/RE/Science/  


Set up dinosaur explorers hut and trail - use children’s ideas.


Set up palaeontologist’s lab/museum.


Slide show of dinosaurs – encourage discussion of prior knowledge, what can we find out by looking at the pictures? Pictures/photos to be displayed in palaeontologist lab.


Dinosaur dig – make bones and bury in digging area.  Children carefully excavate.  Children sort bones by size/shape, label bones with their name, can be sent to palaeontologist’s lab for identification.


Sand tray- excavate dinosaurs-mini dinosaurs hidden in sand. Children use tools to chip away and reveal dinosaur.


Cooking- Dinosaur biscuits


ICT – using 2paint, create dinosaur pictures.


Children will have opportunities to ask and answer “how” and “why” questions in response to our topic on dinosaurs.


Look at a slide picture show of dinosaurs and ask what they already know about dinosaurs. What would they like to find out?


What do we need if we are to become dinosaur explorers and palaeontologists? 


Christmas Play














Art/Music/Drama/              Expressive arts and design


Children will engage in imaginative role play based on own first hand experiences, through the outside dinosaur role play areas - dinosaur dig, explorers hut, dinosaur cave, dinosaur explorers hut, palaeontologist lab/museum- children store found bones and artefacts here, encourage children to record, what they have found on record cards and in dinosaur log book. 


They will use available resources to create props to support this role play.


They will create a role play board for small dinosaurs.


Children will participate in our music scheme “Charanga” and also be encouraged to experiment with the musical instrument area outside and sing dinosaur songs and practise the Christmas Play.


They will use a range of resources in junk modelling and in our mud kitchen.

Communication and Language/ Literacy





During circle time and carpet time, children will be encouraged to talk about their experiences and listen to others as they speak.


They will listen to a range of stories, poems and non-fiction texts on the theme of dinosaurs, identifying key events and responding to what they hear with relevant comments, questions or actions.


Children will write own dinosaur stories and poems.


Children will create their own dinosaur, drawing it and writing a description.


Using our phonics programme, “Letters and Sounds” children will continue to learn sounds to blend together to read simple words. In writing children will be encouraged to listen to the sounds in words and use identifiable letters to communicate meaning and to write in simple sentences. �Children will be encouraged to use a range of punctuation in their writing.
