Circle-time/PSED


Changing me.


Children will look at their bodies and recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others.


They will name different body parts.


Children will understand how their needs change as you grow.

















Mathematics �


FS – Children will rehearse counting to 100.  Find one more and one less than numbers up to 20, linking this to adding and subtracting. They will revise and learn all the coins from 1p to £2, naming, describing and beginning to order the coins according to value. Children will explore measures: lengths, weights and capacities, learning to compare each of these using direct comparison. Children will partition five, six and ten objects into two groups in order to find all the pairs of numbers with totals of 5, 6 and 10


Y1 – Children will learn to tell the time to the quarter hour, measure lengths, record information in pictograms and block graphs. They will identify patterns in multiples of 2, 5 and 10, and relate counting in 2s to doubling and halving. Children will be using number facts to solve additions and subtractions involving 1- and 2-digit numbers and finding change.





PE/Physical Development


Children will experience outdoor learning – using playground equipment, mud kitchen, bicycles/scooters..


They will continue to develop and practice their fine motor skills by threading necklaces with ‘treasure’ bits of bright beads and adding glitter and treasure (old rings/toy rings/ jewellery) to sand using tweezers to pick up the treasure. 


During PE children will engage in pirate games following instructions/actions to be carried out as a pirate e.g. scrub the deck, climb the rigging, hoist the flag, captains coming, row the boats, walk the plank and pirate drama.














Art/Music/Drama/              Expressive arts and design


Children will engage in imaginative role play based on own first hand experiences, through the outside pirate ship and island role play areas.


They will use available resources to create props to support this role play, making items found on a pirate ship - rigging (nets), oars, parrots, maps, sails (as canopy) fishing nets/anchor, pirate costumes.


Children will use a range of small world toys to extend their imaginative play, e.g pirate ships, pirate characters, dressing up outfits.


Children will design and make their own pirate flag, paint a made up or famous pirate, treasure boxes, eye patches and toilet roll pirates.


Children will participate in our music scheme “Charanga” and learn pirate shanties and create music to pirate stories.

Communication and Language/ Literacy





During circle time and carpet time, children will be encouraged to talk about their experiences and listen to others as they speak.


They will listen to a range of stories, poetry and non-fiction texts about pirates. They will be encouraged to identify key events and ideas and to respond to what they hear with comments and questions. Children will write own stories, pirate character description and fact sheets about pirates.


Using our phonics programme, “Letters and Sounds”, FS children will practise and consolidate phase 2 and 3 phonemes, blending sounds together in order to read simple words. Y1 will practise reading all previously learnt sounds. In writing FS children will be encouraged to listen to the sounds in words and to use identifiable letters to write simple sentences independently and with support and spell common exception words correctly. Y1 Children will be expected to use a range of grammar and punctuation, previously taught in their writing and to spell common exception words correctly. They will be encouraged to write in a neat joined style. 











Geography/History/ICT/RE/Science/ Understanding the World


Children will have opportunities to ask and answer “how” and “why” questions in response to our topic on Pirates.


They will learn about famous pirates, e.g. Blackbeard, the life of pirates, Pirate ships and why Pirates have an eye patch.


Children will be able to dig and sift in the sand to find treasure and use junk/boxes/big jig to build their own pirate ships.


They will produce their own treasure maps – x marking the spot!


They will use and program the BeeBots with their treasure maps to find the treasure and the paint program to produce pictures relating to pirates.


Children will draw pictures of pirate ships and label them.


Children will investigate magnets – all the treasure has sunk to the bottom of the sea which can you get out using the magnet? Making predictions and comparing results.


They will make pirate food – pirate crackers during our dress up pirate day at the end of our topic.


Children will explore the season summer.


In RE children will listen to stories from different religions.
