Circle-time/PSED


Children will learn routines around the classroom and school. 


They will understand the importance of golden rules and how to behave and explain the choices I make.


Children will be encouraged to make new friendships.

Mathematics �


FS Chanting numbers in order up to 10 and then 20. Counting items into a set, counting items taken from a larger set, matching a number of items to a numeral, matching written and spoken numerals and being able to count accurately using one-to-one correspondence. Children will copy, continue, describe and create patterns using colours, shapes, objects, sounds and actions. Learn the days of the week, reciting the names and begin to order them.


Y1 Counting, ordering, comparing numbers to 20 and beyond. Number stories, for addition / subtraction facts, doubles and counting on / back 1. Identifying, naming and sorting 2D shapes according to different properties.





PE/Physical Development


Children will experience outdoor learning – using playground equipment, mud kitchen, bicycles/scooters.


They will engage in sand and water play.


They will develop fine motor skills while exploring painting, drawing, chalks, threading and colouring with different pens and pencils and learn how to use scissors correctly.


Children will have the opportunities to participate in gymnastics, dance and games lessons throughout the term.














Art/Music/Drama/              Expressive arts and design


Children will engage in imaginative role play based on own first hand experiences, through the outside Native American role play areas.


They will use available resources to create props to support this role play, headdresses, totem poles, dream catchers, tipis.


Children will participate in our music scheme “Charanga” and also be encouraged to experiment with the musical instrument area outside, making up rhythms and singing simple songs and listen to North American music. 


Use a range of resources in junk modelling and in our new mud kitchen.


Children will make dream catchers, totem poles and feather headdresses.


They will explore different patterns.


They will paint pictures of bears, buffalo and wolves and any Native American animals.

Geography/History/ICT/RE/Science/  Understanding the World


Children will use books, internet and I pads to find out what life was like as a Native American and how they lived.


Children will learn about the history of the totem pole, dream catcher and tipis.


They will learn about Native American food and taste some.


Children will learn about a Native American famous person from the past - Pocahontas


They will research the buffalo and how it was used in order to survive.

Communication and Language/ Literacy





During circle time and carpet time, children will be encouraged to talk about their experiences and listen to others as they speak.


They will listen to a range of stories on the theme of bears, wolves and Pocahontas. They will use role play to become really familiar with a story.


FS Using our phonics programme, “Letters and Sounds” children will learn sounds and begin to blend together to read simple CVC words. In writing children will be encouraged to listen to the sounds in words and use identifiable letters to communicate meaning and to write in simple sentences. �Y1 - To write recounts, stories, poems and non-fiction texts. Use phonics to read simple sentences in books. They will revise phase 3 letters and sounds and begin to learn phase 4/5.Children will be taught a range of grammar, punctuation and spelling and will be encouraged to use this correctly in their writing.
